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In the age of electronic databases, a sire rating does something 
not available to breeders in earlier generations. It quantifies 
today what could only have been anecdotal information 
decades ago. We don’t have to hear from a neighbor that a 

distant stallion is begetting impressive results. Today’s objective 
information can be one aid in decision making for mare owners. 
	 Which is why we use—and are thankful for—data compiled by 
Saddle Horse Report. Our friends at Dabora provide an important 
service by compiling an industry-wide database of horse show 
results, which they call the “Breeders’ REPORT.” The results are not 
limited to Grand National and AMHA regionals. They also include 
all USEF Class A shows and all AMHA Star Rated shows. The show 
results of each individual horse accrue points to that horse’s sire—
meaning the “Breeders’ REPORT” is comprehensive, to say the 
least. We are grateful for the opportunity to share results from such 
an authoritative database.
	 This is a ranking based on horse show results, thus it applies to 
the sires who influence that field of competition. We do not know 
of accessible databases from other venues in which Morgans may 
compete—open carriage driving, for instance.

SIRE RATING FACTOIDS
•	 Eight of the top ten stallions descend in direct tail male line from 

Waseeka’s In Command (Waseeka’s Nocturne x Miller’s Adel); 
four through his son Noble Command (x Waseeka’s Interlude); 
two through his son Carlyle Command (x Wawayanda Bay 

Maebel); one each through Wham Bam Command (x Trophy’s 
Corrigan) and Tug Hill Commando (x Fiddler’s Majesta).

•	 The remaining two stallions descend in tail male line from 
Serenity Masterpiece; one is an own son; the other sired by the 
son Minion Valentino (x Serenity Kimberly).

•	 Five of the top ten stallions have dams descending in tail male 
line from Waseeka’s In Command; two through Wham Bam 
Command; and one each through Noble Command, I Will 
Command (x Trophy’s Corrigan), and Carlyle Command.

•	 The Broodmare Hall of Fame mare Pompp And Pazazz (Serenity 
Masterpiece x Cy Don’s Cynthia) has two sons on the top ten list. 

•	 The top ten sire with the highest number of lifetime get is 
Futurity French Command, 301; Fewest: Rowenda Boogie On 
Down, 68.

•	 Rowenda Boogie On Down is on the top ten list of sires for 
the first time, debuting at eighth, despite having the fewest get 
among the group.

•	 Top ten ranked sires Mizrahi and Futurity French Command 
each have a son—Graycliff Tony GCH and Astronomicallee, 
respectively—on the top ten ranking.

•	 Three stallions (SpiceOLife Present Tense GCH, Futurity French 
Command, and DBA Street Talk) remain on the top ten list 
despite being deceased—French for 14 years.
